Open Houses — Mrs. Hunt indicated that both school Open Houses were a success and
she thanked the HSA for providing light refreshments.

Principal’s Report — Mrs. Hunt passed out a one page information sheet where she highlighted
the following:

Mardi Gras — Class projects will be auctioned in a slightly different manner. Each will
have a “buy it now” price of $3,000 along with a silent auction bidding sheet. When the
live auction begins, the bidding for these project will begin at the highest silent bid
amount if was not already purchased for $3,000. There will also be an art gallery section
set up similar to the Arts Festival of previous years. Attendees can simply purchase art at
the listed price — no bidding required. There will be no horse racing or bingo this year.
