Opening — Dan Clyne opened the meeting with a prayer and introductions. Last month’s
minutes were approved by Cathy Romero and seconded by Brooke Soto.



Old Business — Committee Chairs provided these reports:

Mardi Gras — Mardi Gras made approximately $130,000 this year. All volunteers
worked extremely hard on Mardi Gras and Mrs. Hunt thanked everyone who contributed
to making the event a success. She also indicated that it is a huge task for one person to
chair such a large event. She will be considering the idea of spreading the fundraising
accomplished by this event across more than one event next year.

HSA Chair Positions — Several Committee Chair positions need to be filled for the
coming year. The web site has a current list of chairs and a notation regarding which
ones will need to be filled for the coming year. Dan highlighted Corporate Incentives,
Participation Tracking, Mentor Program, and Teacher Appreciation as examples.

Principal’s Report — Mrs. Hunt provided the following information:

Mrs. Hunt indicated that Mr. Larson is just “incredible”
with the students, challenging them to improve their projects.

Mock Trial — Two mock trial teams are competing this year.

Faculty Lunch — Thank you to the Third grade for providing a wonderful faculty lunch
last month.

Busy Time — This is a busy time of year for the staff and faculty. They are working on
some curriculum changes and a few positions for next year need to be filled.

Scrip Program — Mrs. Hunt detailed in her recent letter the requirements of the scrip
program for next school year. While there will be certain mandatory minimums, she
would rather have families do what they already do — buy gas and groceries — than to ask



for more money in fundraising events. A representative from St. Vincent’s will be at the
next school board meeting to answer questions about how scrip works at their school.

Parent — Teacher Conferences — Mrs. Hunt indicated that Parent — Teacher conferences
were well attended, especially given the basketball playoffs that occurred that week and
the need to sometimes reschedule them. Thank you to all parents who attended and the
efforts teachers made to prepare for the conferences.

Reality Town — Mrs. Hunt is looking for volunteers to help with this national program
that helps 8" graders budget money and balance a budget. It is Friday, March 26"

Committee Reports — Committee Chairs provided the following reports:
